
Kalundborg Museum 
Kalundborg Museum is a State-approved museum with 
archaeological and historical responsibility in Kalundborg 
Municipality.  
The museum was established in 1910 and is housed in 
Lindegården, an historic six-wing half-timbered farmhouse 
building. The oldest parts of the building originate from 
the second half of the 16th Century and are partly built on 
the ruins of the Medieval city wall. This once encircled the

The museum collections illustrate development in the re-
gion from prehistoric times until the present day. The mu-
seum collection of dresses dating from the period 1750ς
1900 is very famous, as are the excavations of a large Vi-
king settlement on lake Tissø, just 20 km from Kalundborg.

Flacon. Made by Lorenz Spengler 
around 1750. Belonged to King 
Frederik V. 
 

Small box. Amber and gold. Dan-
ish. Made between 1675 and 1700. 
Saved from the 1794 fire of Chris-
tiansborg (present Danish Parlia-
ment). Belonged to King Frederik IV. 

 

Round container with screw cap. Danish. Made around 1700. 
Once belonged to Queen Sophie Magdalene and was part of 
her estate. First registered in 1775. Later belonged to King 
Christian V.   
 

Hexagonal box with round screw cap. The sides are decorated 
with landscapes and floral arrangements. Made in Königsberg 
between 1650 and 1675. Belonged to King Christian V. 

 

Small mussel-shaped bowl. Origin unknown. Probably made 
after 1784. Belonged to King Christian VI.  

 
Crucifix. Made in northern Ger-
many or Denmark between 1675 
and 1700. This crucifix is one of 
many in the Royal Collections.
