Kalundborg Museum 

 
Kalundborg Museum is an officially approved culture-historical mu-
seum for Kalundborg Municipality, with special responsibilities to-
wards archaeology and recent cultural history. 

The museum was opened in 1910 and has its home in Lindegården, a 
6-winged half-ǘƛƳōŜǊŜŘ ŎƻƳǇƭŜȄ ƛƴ YŀƭǳƴŘōƻǊƎΩǎ ƳŜŘƛŀŜǾŀƭ ¦ǇǇŜǊ 
Town. Thus, the museum has for its next-door neighbour Kalund-
ōƻǊƎΩǎ ƭŀƴŘƳŀǊƪ ς hǳǊ [ŀŘȅΩǎ  р-towered church. 
Lindegården was built on top of the ruins of the mediaeval town wall 
built by King Waldemar Atterdag (circa 1320-75), and the oldest sec-
tions of the buildings date from the late 1500s. The museum contains 
important collections that throw light upon the cultural-historical 
developments in the Kalundborg area from antiquity to the present. 
The museum is especially known for its collection of costumes from 
the period from 1750 to1900, and for the excavation of a large, rich 
Viking-age settlement at Lake Tissø.

Johan Thomas Lundbye (1818-1848) 
 

J.Th. Lundbye was born on Sept. 1, 1818 at 8 Skibbrogade, the 
house of his maternal grandfather - Customs Inspector E. Bonne-
vie - where a memorial plaque was put up in 1948 on the centen-
ŀǊȅ ƻŦ [ǳƴŘōȅŜΩǎ ŘŜŀǘƘ ς and he spent the first part of his boy-
hood in Kalundborg. 
Even as a boy he was an eager draughtsman. When the family 
had moved to Copenhagen, he was admitted to the Royal Danish 
Acade-my - ŀƎŀƛƴǎǘ Ƙƛǎ ŦŀǘƘŜǊΩǎ ǿƛǎƘ ς and formed close friend-
ships with the painters P.C. Skovgaard, Lorenz Frølich and J.A. 
Jerichau.

Lundbye, an avid reader, was much 
influenced by Romantic Nationalism, a 
version of the Romantic Movement 
with the imperialism of the Napole-
onic era replaced by patriotic love for 
ƻƴŜΩǎ ƴŀǘƛƻƴ ς defined by a common 
language ς and its history, folklore, 
landscape, religion, and for the char-
acter and qualities of its population.   
This is visible in his work. He mastered 

the art of painting animals, portraits and landscapes, and in a 
series of drawings, sketches, watercolours and oil paintings 
ǘƘǊƻǳƎƘƻǳǘ ǘƘŜ муолǎ ŀƴŘ ΨплǎΣ ƘŜ ǇŜǊǇŜǘǳŀǘŜŘ ƛƳǇǊŜǎǎƛƻƴǎ ƻŦ 
people and places from the Kalundborg area, his favourite motifs 
being Møllebakken in Kalundborg and the barrows and cliffs of 
the Røsnæs peninsula. In the following years, his Røsnæs land-
scapes made many painters spend short or longish periods there 
and around ¢ƘŜ YƛƴƎΩǎ aƛƭƭǎΣ SE of the town. - Lundbye, if any-
body, became the man who opened the eyes of the Danish pub-
lic to the scenic beauty of Røsnæs. 
 
He was no less diligent as a correspondent and diarist. His im-
pressions from stays at Røsnæs in 1843 and 1847, with detailed 
descriptions of costumes, customs and characters, are especially 
entertaining. 
 
His patriotism also, at the outbreak of the First Schleswig War in 
1848, made him volunteer for the army. However, he never 
reached the front, but was killed by a peculiar accidental shot at 
Bedsted (S. Jutland) on Apr. 26, 1848.  He is buried in Bedsted 
churchyard. 

When H.W. Bissen, sculptor and friend of Lundbye, was commis-
sioned to make a monument for The Danish Soldier (1856, Frederi-
cia) ƘŜ ǳǎŜŘ [ǳƴŘōȅŜΩǎ ŦŜŀǘǳǊŜǎΦ ! ǇǊŜƭƛƳƛƴŀǊȅ ǎǘǳŘȅ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ Ƴƻƴǳπ
ƳŜƴǘ ƛǎ ǇƭŀŎŜŘ ƻǳǘǎƛŘŜ hǳǊ [ŀŘȅΩǎ ƛƴ YŀƭǳƴŘōƻǊƎ ŀƴŘ ǎƘƻǿǎ ǿƘŀǘ 
Lundbye looked like towards the end of his short life. 
Lundbye only reached the age of 29. He managed to produce over 
1500 drawings, watercolours and oils ς several of them for chil-
dren. At his death, he was so well known that he became a na-
tional institution.
